Some very basic rules for monograms:

If you want the center initial larger, you last initial goes in the center, with your first initial on the right and the middle initial on the left.

If you want the initials to be the same height, then it should be first, middle, and then last.

For many things when monogramming for husband and wife, the husband’s initial goes on the left and the wife’s initial on the right. But there are many exceptions to that rule, and it also depends upon the item that the monogram will go on.

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Monogramming on a Towel

Measure up from the bottom of the towel or the top of the towel band 
to the BOTTOM of the monogram
Bath Towels
- 4” above the hem
- 2” above the border
Hand Towels
- 2” above hem
- 1” above border
Place opposite the label
