+ Place the circular ruler on the wrong side of the
Ultra Suede and insert the push pin through the
center of the ruler.

+ Insert the point of the pencil
into the 774" hole, and gently
turn the ruler in a circle to
lightly mark a 77%"-diameter
circle on the wrong side of
the fabric. This is the largest
circle that can be drawn with
the circular ruler.

« To create an 19” diameter circle for this project,
add 5%” around the entire edge.
