When using an electrical machine, basic safety
precautions should always be followed, including the
following.

Read all instructions before using this sewing computer.

When the sewing computer is not in use, it should be
disconnected from the electricity supply by removing the
plug from the outlet.

DANGER

To reduce the risk of electric shock:

1. A sewing computer should never be left unattended
when plugged in.

2. Always unplug this sewing computer from the electric
outlet immediately after using and before cleaning.

WARNING

To reduce the risk of burns, fire, electric shock or injury to
persons:

1. Do not allow to be used as a toy. Close attention
is necessary when this sewing computer is used by or
near children.

2. Use the sewing computer only for its intended use as
described in this manual. Use only attachments
recommended by the manufacturer as contained in
this manual.

3. Never operate this sewing computer if
- it has a damaged cord or plug
- it is not working properly
- it has been dropped or damaged
- it has fallen into water
Return the sewing computer to the nearest autho-
rized BERNINA dealer or service center for examina-
tion, repair, electrical or mechanical adjustment.

4. Never operate the sewing computer with any air
openings blocked. Keep ventilation openings of
the sewing computer and foot control free from
accumulation of lint, dust and loose cloth.

5. Keep fingers away from all moving parts. Special
care is required around the sewing needle.

6. Always use the BERNINA original stitch plate.
The wrong plate can cause the needle to break.

7. Do not use bent needles.

8. Do not pull or push fabric while stitching. It may
deflect the needle causing it to break.

9.Turn power switch to «0» when making any adjust-
ments in the needle area, such as threading or chang-
ing the needle, threading the bobbin or changing
the presser foot.

10. Always unplug the sewing computer from the electri-
cal outlet when removing covers, lubricating or when
making any other user servicing adjustments men-
tioned in this instruction manual.

11. Never drop or insert any object into any opening.
12. Do not use outdoors.

13. Do not operate where aerosol (spray) products are
being used or where oxygen is being administered.

14. Before disconnecting, turn all controls to the off («0»)
position then remove the plug from the outlet.

15. Do not unplug by pulling on the cord but grasp the
plug before pulling.

16. No responsibility will be taken for any damage caused
as the result of misuse of the sewing and embroidery
computer.

17. Under no circumstances should the sewing computer
be left unattended when using the embroidery
module.

18.For the protection of the electronic components: Do
not remove the embroidery card from the embroidery
module while embroidering.

SERVICING DOUBLE-
INSULATED PRODUCTS

In a double-insulated product, two systems of insulation
are provided instead of grounding. No grounding means
is provided on a double-insulated product nor should a
means for grounding be added to the product. Servicing
a double-insulated product requires extreme care and
knowledge of the system and should only be done by
qualified service personnel.

Attention:

When connecting the embriodery module

and/or the free-arm adapter, attention must be paid
that all items are on a flat and even surface!

Attaching the module to the sewing computer
- turn the sewing computer off

- remove the accessory box from the sewing computer

- place the module on the sewing computer behind the
free arm

- push the module from the left towards the sewing
computer so that the connecting lugs engage in the
base plate

Release the cable

- the cable connects the module to the sewing computer

- pull the cable out of the holder on the back of the
module

Store the cable on the module
- insert the cable into both cable holders
- press cable gently to secure

Connecting the cable
- insert the plug into the socket on the right hand side of
the sewing computer, flat side to the front

Release the cable

- hold the cable with the black plug

- open the connection cover on the end of the plug
- pull the plug out

Removing the module
- grip the back right corner to lift the module and
remove to the left

Note:

Always separate the module and sewing computer for
transportation. Never transport them attached.

The embroidery module should only be attached or
disconnected when the sewing computer is turned off.

Connecting the adapter for free arm embroidery

:

The adapter is used for embroidering tubular items
(sleeves, trousers, socks, etc.) on the free arm of the
sewing computer.

Attaching the adapter to the sewing computer
- remove the sewing computer accessory box
- place the adapter on the sewing computer behind the

free arm

- push the adapter towards the sewing computer from

the left so that the connecting lugs engage in the base
plate of the sewing computer

Attaching the module to the adapter
- place the module on the adapter with the front edge of

the module as close as possible to the L-shaped raised
guide on the adapter

- push the module towards the guide from the left until

the connecting lugs engage in the base plate of the
adapter

Free arm embroidery hoop

- the small, oval embroidery hoop is specially designed
for free arm embroidery

Note:

- only the small hoop can be used for free arm
embroidery

- use of any other hoop may result in damage
to sewing computer

Removing the adapter

- remove the module from the adapter

- the rear right corner of the adapter is designed to be
used as a grip

- hold the adapter with this grip and remove from the
base plate of the sewing computer

Preparing the sewmg computer for embroidery

Presser foot no. 15 for embroidery

- attach the embroidery foot no. 15

- raise the presser foot so that the
embroidery hoop can be attached

Needles for embroidery
use a size 80 or 90 needle,
dependlng on the thread

- use an embroidery or metafil
needle for decorative or
metallic threads

- use a new needle

- make sure the needle is in the
highest position so that you can
attach the embroidery hoop

Lower the feed dog

- press the button on the right side
of the sewing computer to lower
the feed dog

Straight stitch plate

(special accessory)

- remove the standard stitch plate

- the straight stitch plate has a small
needle hole

Note:
For more information on Needles see
Instruction Manual pages 76-77

- if the feed dog was not lowered,
the sewing computer cannot be
started. The message «Lower feed
dog» appears

- the formation of stitches is enhan-
ced by reducing the stitch plate
opening for certain techniques.
This can improve the stitch quality
for embroidery and some quilting
techniques.

Threading the sewing computer

over the upper thread spool

of the messages pertaining to the embroidery module

messages that pertain to the sewing computer) and the
appropriate responses.

RESPONSE

- touch "esc” to return to the previous screen.
- lower the presser foot and begin to sew.

Raise presser foot.

- when the check function is selected, the presser foot
must be raised.

- raise the foot and touch “esc” to return to the
previous screen.

Drop the feed dog.

Free arm system:
Do not connect hoop until processing is completed and
check button (layout 1) is pushed.

Appears as a reminder to wait until the selected stitch
is processed before attaching the hoop if working
with the free arm adapter.

Needle must be in highest position.

- appears if the needle is not in the highest position
when the sewing computer is “reading” the size of
the hoop attached to the sewing computer.

- raise the needle using the handwheel and touch
“esc” to return to the previous screen.

Use a larger embroidery hoop.

- the size of motif and the size of the hoop are
incompatible.

- change hoops or reduce the motif size.

- touch "esc” to return to the previous screen.

The pattern cannot be completed in this size.
Please reduce your pattern size.

- the pattern has exceeded the maximum size for
sewing.

- touch “esc” to return to the previous screen.

- reduce the size and continue the embroidering
process.

- confirm the delete command before the contents of
the memory are erased.

Designs that have been downloaded from the PC
embroidery software cannot be altered in size within
the machine.

- Edit the motif using the PC software and then load
on the machine again or

- save the motif on a personal design card or on the
embroidery module and then edit.

Needle exceeds valid hoop space!

Press the motif center button. The needle must be
centered in the middle of the design before further
translations in the selected direction are possible.
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Embroidery stabilizers

.;,:___

Perfect embroidery should lie ab-
solutely flat on the fabric without
pulling or puckering. The best way
to achieve this, especially when
embroidering large motifs or embroi-
dering large areas, is to use a special
stabilizer.

There is a wide range of stabilizers
and interfacings available which are
suitable for a variety of applications.

Tear-away stabilizers

- similar to interfacing; tears like
paper

- one or more layers can be used

- comes in light and heavy weight

- for more stability, apply to the
wrong side of the fabric
with temporary adhesive spray
before hooping

Cut-away stabilizers

- one or more layers can be used

- comes in light and heavy weight

- for more stability, apply to the
wrong side of the fabric
with temporary adhesive spray
before hooping

- cut away from the back of the
embroidery after stitching

Iron-on interfacing

- this is pressed (fused) to the wrong
side of the fabric

- iron-on interfacings are available in
a variety of thicknesses and should
be selected to suit the fabric being
used

Paper backed adhesive stabilizer

- place stabilizer in hoop, paper
uppermost

- use a pin to tear the paper and
remove it to reveal the self-adhesive
surface

- position the piece of fabric to be
embroidered on the stabilizer

Water soluble stabilizer

- soluble stabilizer looks like plastic
wrap

- soluble stabilizers are ideal protec-
tion for fabrics with a thick or
looped pile such as toweling; place
stabilizer on both sides of the fabric
and hoop all three layers

- dissolve stabilizer in water when
embroidery is complete
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- tears away from the back of the
embroidery after stitching

- stabilizer will remain under larger
embroidered areas

Application:
- for most general embroidery
applications

- Should be used with fabrics that
stretch

- has no “give” or stretch to it

- stabilizer will remain under larger
embroidered areas

Application:
- for most general embroidery
applications

- removable iron-on interfacing is
also available

Application:

- for all fabrics which tend to pull or
stretch when being embroidered,
e.g. jerseys, tricot, etc.

Application:

- for pieces (collars etc.) smaller than
the hoop

- ideal for delicate fabrics such as
jersey, silk, etc.

Applications:

- ideal for toweling, velvet, bouclé
knits, etc.

- ideal for fine, sheer fabrics such as
organdy, batiste, etc.
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Spray starch

- spray starch is ideal for stiffening
fine, soft or loosely woven fabrics

- spray the area to be embroidered,
leave to dry or press gently with a
warm iron

- always use an additional stabilizer
such as water soluble stabilizer on
the wrong side of the fabric

Application:
- ideal for fine, loosely woven fabrics,
e.g. batiste, fine linen, etc.

Hooping the Fabric

Centering

- determine the center of the piece
of fabric to be embroidered

- mark with a fabric marker or chalk

Opening the embroidery hoop

- loosen the screw as necessary

- remove the inner hoop

- the arrows on both hoops should
match

Embroidery template

- there is a template for each
embroidery hoop

- the embroidery surface is marked in
1 cm squares

- the center and corners are marked
with holes for transferring markings
to fabric

Securing the fabric in the hoop

- place the fabric under the inner
hoop with the center point in the
center of the template

- place fabric and inner hoop on top
of the outer hoop

- match the arrows

- press the inner hoop into the outer
hoop making sure that the fabric
does not distort
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- the arrows on the large and
medium hoops are at the center
front and on the right hand side of
the small hoop

- place the template in the inner
hoop so that the word BERNINA is
at the front (by the arrows) and can
be read

- the template will engage automati-
cally in the inner hoop

- there is a finger hole for removing
the template from the hoop

- the hoops must be flush with one
another

- pull gently on the fabric so that
it lays flat, taking care not to
stretch it.

- remove the template
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Attaching the embroidery hoop

Needle and presser foot

- raise the needle and presser foot

- hold the hoop with the right side of
the fabric uppermost and the
attaching mechanism to the left

Attaching the hoop

- squeeze the ends of the attaching

If the embroidery module was not
bought with the sewing computer

- the embroidery module must be
attached directly to the sewing
computer without the adapter

Adjusting the hoop

- turn the sewing computer off

- attach module to sewing computer

- use a size 80 needle for fine to
medium-weight fabrics and a size
90 needle for thick, firm fabrics

- use glossy or matte embroidery
thread as upper thread (no. 40-50)

- for the bobbin use a fine embroi-
dery or darning thread, e.g. Mettler
no. 60/2 or an overlock thread, e.g.
Metrolene no. 180

Menu

- touch embroidery module (left)

- this activates the motifs in the
module

- when the “lower feed dog” screen
appears, touch “esc” to close

- lower the feed dog

Selecting motifs and letters

- the embroidery module symbol
appears top left to show that the
motifs in the module are activated

- all motifs which appear after the

- finished motif size
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- it appears to the right of the

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Starting to embroider with the quick

reverse button

- lower the presser foot

- press the quick reverse button on
the head frame until the audio sig-
nal stops (approximately 3 seconds
will elapse until the audio signal
stops)

Automatic Thread cutting

- At the end of each color the threads
(upper and lower threads) are auto-
matically cut. The lower thread is
cut, so that there is sufficient length
to continue embroidering with the
next color.

Starting to embroider with foot

control

- lower the presser foot

- the sewing computer will stop
automatically after a few stitches
(approx. 6)

screen

- the size is shown in millimeters

- any alterations which have been

made can be viewed at any time in
either of the layout screens

Change the color sequence
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Color sequence

- use the arrows to scroll through the
color sequence of the motif

- the total number of colors for the
motif selected is shown on the right
(small)

- the number of the current color is
shown on the left (large)

- the sections for the color to be
embroidered are shown in black on
the screen

Manual sequence

reach the area of your choice, e.g.
color 4

Temporary save

- touch “temporary save”; the hour-
glass will flash

- the lettering is stored in a tempo-
rary memory

- the motif is inactive and will show
as light gray on the screen

- touch the menu button

- the motif saved last will remain as
unsaved motif

- menu screen

- select the desired motif, using the
arrows to scroll through the designs
if needed

- the sewing computer will process
the design and go through each
color on the screen until the
complete motif appears

- the hoop will move and position the
starting point under the needle

- touch “layout 1” to go to
layout 1 screen

- the new motif appears on the
screen as a rectangle

- touch “show”, then “temporary

- touch “del” to erase the selected
motif and automatically retrieve the
next motif from the temporary save

- to add more motifs, repeat the
previous steps

- when motifs are combined as
desired, touch “ok”

Saving the combined motif

- touch the external “mem” button

- if the embroidery module function
is active: the motif can be saved in
the embroidery module

- if the memory card is inserted after
the “mem” button was touched,
the embroidery card function is
automatically activated

- touch “store”

- the combined motif will be saved in
the next available memory place —
either embroidery module or card

puter will stop at the end of the
letter and at color changes for the
remaining motifs

and the hourglass which appears

Duplicating
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Temporary save

If combining variations of the same
motif, use the Temporary save func-
tion to add each new design quickly
and easily. Select the design one time
from the desired menu and duplicate
it the number of times desired.

- following the directions on pages
24-31, select the desired design
and go to layout 1

- the motif will appear as a rectangle

- touch “show"” to retrieve the motif
Note: The rectangle is more
accurate when positioning motifs

- press “temporary save”

- the rectangle will become inactive
and turn gray

- with the rectangle inactive, use the
positioning arrows to move it-a
duplicate rectangle will move to the
new position, leaving the original
one in place; press temporary save
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- each time this is repeated, the new

rectangle will move from the last
one selected

have been duplicated, edit and
position them as desired following
the directions on pages 30-34
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Arched lettering
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Use the rotating feature of the edit
function to create arched lettering.

- following the directions on pages
24-32, select the desired letters as
individual motifs

- go to layout 1

- the motifs will appear as rectangles

- select each letter, move and rotate
itin succession as desired, e.g.,
B=300°, E=330° R=0° N=30°,
|=60° etc., pressing “temporary
save” after each letter is correctly
positioned

- touch “ok” when the letters form
the desired arch

- the sewing screen appears

- the design will be developed in the
programming sequence

- follow the instructions on pages
34-35 to save the design

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Sometimes the upper thread can
either break or run out while you are
embroidering. If this happens, the

sewing computer stops automatically.

If the lower thread breaks or runs
out, only artista 180/185 stops auto-
matically. Artista 165/170 doesn’t
feature a lower thread control, and
so doesn’t stop automatically when
the lower thread breaks or runs out.

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Embroidery threads

Embroidery is particularly effective if
you use glossy rayon embroidery
threads or a good quality polyester
embroidery thread (Isacord) as upper
threads. They are available in a wide
range of colors for beautiful embro-
idery.

Embroidery threads to meet all your
needs are available from all major
thread manufacturers. Whatever
your preference — bold or pale colors
— your embroidery is guaranteed to
be a success.

We recommend fine darning, lin-
gerie, embroidery or overlock thread
in white or matching color in the
bobbin.

One of the most important elements
in successful embroidery is the
quality of the thread. We strongly
recommend that you purchase thread
from a reputable manufacturer in
order to avoid irregularities, thread
breakage, etc. which so often occur
with poor quality threads.

When sewing with metallic threads,
we recommend the use of the
vertical spool pin and the supple-
mental thread guide (special
accessory). A needle designed for use
with metallic thread may also be
helpful.

Summary of embroidery motifs

This appendix provides you with a
complete overview of all the motifs
in the embroidery module.

Each motif is shown with the total
number of colors and color sequen-
ces. The sequences correspond to the
exact embroidery sequence deter-
mined in the embroidery module to
ensure perfect and beautiful results.
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You can naturally change and mix
the colors to suit your own personal
tastes. There are no limits to your
own imagination and creativity.

Tip: It's worth trying out new com-
binations on fabric remnants. You
can always use your practice pieces
to make unusual and individual
greetings cards!
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Medium sized embroidery hoop

A medium size embroidery hoop is
available for the module. This hoop is
particularly useful if the piece of
fabric to be embroidered is small or
has seams and is therefore unsuitable
for larger hoops.

The motif must, of course, fit the
hoop. Use the automatic hoop
coding to make sure the right size is
used.

Embroidery cards

Embroidery cards offer a wide variety
of motifs and designs in particular
themes. There are many available on
the market and new cards with new
themes are introduced regularly, gua-
ranteeing you a continuous supply of
wonderful embroidery motifs.
Personal design cards (blank memory

cards) are also available. They are
ideal for saving motifs which you
have altered or motif combinations.

BERNINA artista Embroidery Software

Use the BERNINA artista embroidery
software to load existing motifs on
to your PC and combine them with
other motifs and/or text to produce
totally new designs.

It can also be used to design and
create motifs from scratch. Motifs
can be designed using computer art
programs or by scanning a suitable
picture or drawing. They can then be
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embellished in a variety of ways
using borders and fill stitches for
different textures. There are no limits
to creativity.

Whether edited or newly created, the
motifs can be saved on your com-
puter, on a Personal Design card or
on the embroidery module for em-
broidering as and when you want.
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
